I. Library site “ProCite and EndNote Support”:

Christiane Voisin and Lynn Whitener are available for personal instruction and troubleshooting with both ProCite and EndNote.  A general overview of how bibliographic formatting software programs work, how to choose them, and what they look like can be found at the Health Sciences Library Site, Bibliographic Formatting Software. There are also other HSL Learning Modules available.

ProCite and EndNote are reference management software programs that can be used to import and store literature searches, create and manipulate bibliographic or related information, perform "cite-while-you-write" functions, and format and create automatic bibliographies tailored to a particular publication style.

Each program is responsible for purchasing the software, as the Sheps Center does not have a site license for either program. You may purchase or upgrade a copy of either package from the UNC Student Stores' RAM Shop at a reduced academic rate.

III. Searching databases and Saving Results vs. Internet Searching through EndNote or ProCite.

EndNote and ProCite have a built-in “Internet search” function which allows you to search databases directly through the software and download citations all within the program.  This removes an intermediate step of saving/emailing and then importing. However, if you do this you lose the search capabilities of the indexes themselves (for example, subject mapping in Medline).  We only recommend using the Internet search function for queries that don’t require any degree of comprehensiveness, or for when you need to import some known reference(s) to your bibliographic database. As of 2003, the PubMed search feature in ProCite no longer functions, so the Internet search function only applies to EndNote.  There are other “connection files” to other academic indexes within ProCite and EndNote, but these cannot be used without a username and password, which UNC does not provide. Your best bet is to save the searches from these indexes and then import the file to EndNote or ProCite.

IV. Sample Medline and CINAHL (Cumulative Index to Nursing and Allied Health Literature) searches about Web-based surveys. (See last page for the search strategy.)
A. Importing references to EndNote from PubMed or CINAHL
1. Save database citations as a text file in Medline format.
Send mail, or save as .txt file.

2. Open EndNote and create a database using the File (  New menu.  Save as Web-based surveys.

3. Choose File ( Import.

4. Dialog box pops up, browse and choose the text file you saved on your computer.

5. Next, select the appropriate filter.  If the filter has not been used recently, you should browse through them under “Other Filters…” – choose PubMed. Change “Import all” to “Discard duplicates” if you have some references in the database and you don’t want any duplicate records.

6. Ignore the “Text Translation” box.

7. Click “Import” and references will automatically import to EndNote.

8. When saving citations from EBSCO CINAHL, use the Bibliographic Manager tab, checking “Save citations in a format that can be uploaded to bibliographic management software.” Click save, then Save Frame as a text file. Follow import procedure for your CINAHL text file, or if using a later version of EndNote, use the Direct Export feature to skip the step of saving a file and importing. This imports more fields, including publisher URL and keywords. 
9. If you already have records in the database, you will need to select “References” ( “Show All” to display all records.  Immediately following import, the EndNote program only shows the records most recently imported.

10. Click on a record to view how the program filed different parts of the citation into separate fields. 

11. Click on “Show Preview” at the bottom of the window to view the selected citation as it would appear in the currently selected publication style.

B. Importing citation references to ProCite from PubMed or CINAHL:

1. Save database citations as a text file from PubMed. Medline format in PubMed, and save again, “Save citations in a format that can be uploaded to bibliographic management software” in CINAHL. 

2. Open ProCite and create a database using the File ( New menu and save it somewhere.

3. Choose under menu “Tools” ( “Import text file.” In the dialog box that comes up, be sure that the first box is set to File Type = Tagged.

4. For PubMed, Choose File Format: “PubMed.” Then click on Transfer, and a dialog box will appear. Click on Choose to choose which database you were using when you saved the citations. Look for PubMed or CINAHL and choose it.  Click “OK” and the references will be automatically imported. (The Direct Export feature does not work as cleanly in ProCite for EBSCO CINAHL saved files.) Your preferences (under the Database menu ( Configure duplicates) should be checked to discard duplicates.

5. Show the Grouping function and search functions.

V. Some similarities and differences between EndNote and ProCite

A.
Similarities

1. Both programs format bibliographies automatically in any of hundreds of publication styles.

2. Neither program has networking capabilities. However, you can share databases on the S: drive, and request that Computer Support create different levels of access for different users.

3. You can convert easily between ProCite and EndNote. There are instructions in the manuals, or you can see Christiane Voisin or Lynn Whitener for assistance.

B.
 Differences

1. 
EndNote has a spell-checking function and ProCite does not.

2. 
EndNote contains more output styles (700+) than ProCite (620+).

3. 
EndNote creates a list of “favorite” publication styles and ProCite does not.

4. 
EndNote can store image files and ProCite does not.

5. 
EndNote receives more up to date upgrading from the producer.  ProCite has not been upgraded lately.

6.  You can search PubMed directly through EndNote, but not through ProCite.

7. EndNote allows the creation of MS Word templates, but ProCite does not.

8. EndNote allows the creation of a “traveling library” whereas ProCite does not.

9. ProCite has more sophisticated searching capabilities

10. ProCite has a reference grouping function that is lacking in EndNote.  An alternative in EndNote is the application of a consistent tag in the notes or label field, and then searching to retrieve these records as needed.

11. ProCite allows record marking, very useful. EndNote allows selecting all as the result of a search, but no record marking.

12. ProCite holds an unlimited number of references, whereas EndNote’s limit is 32,000.

13. ProCite has 50 supplied reference types (such as book, journal, newspaper, etc.) and EndNote has only 28. ProCite manual contains detailed instruction on creating custom reference types and “configuration files” – or import filters.

14. ProCite contains more default fields (45) to EndNote’s 40.

15. ProCite can create a subject bibliography and EndNote cannot.

Example Search Strategy in PubMed:

"Internet"[MAJR] AND ("Health Care Surveys"[MeSH] OR "Health Surveys"[MeSH]) OR web based survey*) AND data collection[mesh] AND response rate*
Similar Advanced Search Strategy in EBSCO CINAHL (NCLIVE):

MH "Internet" and (MH "Surveys" or MH "Data Collection") and response rate*
