1. Download the ProCite Output Style file RIS-EndNote.pos from Thomson ISI ResearchSoft's Web site. To get it, go to the EndNote FAQ at the following URL and click RIS-EndNote.pos in step 2:

2. When your browser prompts you to either save or open the file, save it to your ProCite Styles folder. 

3. In ProCite, open the database you wish to convert, and then from the File menu, select Print Bibliography. 

4. In the Print Bibliography window: 

a. Under "Output Style", choose RIS-EndNote.pos. 

b. Click the Configure button and then the Fields tab.

c. In the Fields window, check all optional fields, and then click OK. 

5. Save your database as a text file and exit ProCite. 

6. Open EndNote and then open the library you wish to import your ProCite database into or create a new reference library. From the File menu, select Import... . 

7. In the Import window, click Choose File... . Browse to the text file you created and click Open. 

8. In the drop-down menu next to "Import Option:”, select Reference Manager (RIS). You will not see this option handy in your drop down menu the first time you use it. Look for it in “Other Filters” and thereafter it will appear in your short menu. For the remaining import options, select the appropriate options for your library. 

9. Click Import.
